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“Epiphaneia” is a spy novel inspired by events that transpired in New Mexico and Washington, DC during the last 60 years. It takes place during the McCarthy era when foreign scientists were recruited to work on building and perfecting the atomic bomb. Set in and around Los Alamos, it includes entertaining descriptions of the New Mexico landscape and towns, including Santa Fe, Española and Taos. 

Bull weaves history, science, government, serial killing, and the Taos art community into a complex web of intrigue, espionage, and clandestine transactions among multiple countries and governments. Suspicions and bad feelings left over from World War II dominate the interactions among the players. Although a work of fiction, you’ll find many real life Taos characters, like Ernest Blumenschein, wandering through the desert landscape of the book.

Dr. Victor PobelVonSchwindhunde (PVS for short) is a nuclear scientist who fancies himself a great artist and decides to combine his painting with his illegal moneymaking schemes. He makes a fortune selling scientific data and puts the money into a Taos hotel. The story takes a tongue-in-cheek approach to eccentric characters that take themselves very seriously. On the darker side, who’s committing the murders that keep popping up throughout the story? You'll have to read it to find out.
